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Getting Started

So you've just opened the box, and are feeling alittle overwhelmed..... Take adeep breath,
it's not as complicated asit looks.

To set up the machine and install the software, | recommend following the Quick Start
Instructionswhich areincluded in your box (or you can find them here

http:/ / www.graphteccorp.com/ craftrobo/ support/ instruction.pdf) they are quite straight
forward and will talk you though plugging the machinein, and installing the software.

Onceyou have your machine plugged in and the software installed, you want to run the
‘Robo Master’ programme
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ok, theword
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You are now ready to cut, first take alook at your machine, it needsto be
away from the wall so that paper can move back and forth freely.

You need to install the cutting tip. Select the appropriate tip for your
cardstock, bluefor thin, yellow for medium and pink for thicker cardstock,
I have been using the pink tip.

Attach it to the cutting tool —be careful of the blade it is sharp.

Find the small plastic ring and slip it over the blade end of the tool and slide
it up towardstheflange.
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Open the packet of media samples,
and find the carrier sheet —thisisa
white piece of card with ayellow
protective coating. Remove the
central yellow piece and leave 2
thin strips along the edge

Attach a piece of A4 card to the sheet,
lining it up with the left hand yellow
stripe.

Insert the carrier sheet into the Craft Robo, lining
it up with the groove.
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Turn the dial on the left side of the machine to insert the paper right
into the machine

Make sure the paper isunder the blade, if you look on
theright hand side inside the machinethereisa
grooveyou can lineit up againt, but aslong asthe
paper isunder the blade it will be fine.

You are now ready to print, close the
lid, and it should all look like this

If you are cutting cardstock, then select Thick Media, tick adjust settings, and set the thicknessto 30, you
can do atest cut if you want to check, and then pressCUT

Onefinal confirmation and it will start cutting. Your paper will go
back and forth 3 or 4 times before the cutting starts, if the machineistoo closeto the wall then it will jam
and not cut.

It will now cut along each line, and the paper will movein and out asit cuts.

When itisall finished, then without removing
it from the machine, peel back the backing
cardstock and check it has cut all the way
through, if it has not cut sufficiently then
send it to cut again. Aslong asyou don’t
move the carrier sheet in anyway it will cut
along exactly the samelines. | have cut this
sample twice. It uses Bazzill monochromatics
cardstock, it was ok on the 1st cut but not
perfect, with a 2nd cut it isalmost exactly
perfect.
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When you are happy with the cut, remove the carrier sheet from the machine

Peel off the outside cardstock, and then apply hermafix to the back of the letters.
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At thispoint
you should
havetheletters
left on the
carrier sheet —|
find it easier to
remove some of
the centers of
the letterslater,
but you can see
what works
best for you.

Removetherest of the waste —it is
helpful to have a sharp object to help
remove the centers of letters or keep
skinny bits stuck to the carrier sheet.
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Turn the carrier sheet over,
and placeit onto your layout —
you can see through the sheet
for accurate placement. Rub
firmly acrossthe back so the
hermafix will stick the letters
down.

Peel back the carrier sheet and
your word should remain
behind, useyour pointed
object to push any stubborn
bits back.

At thispoint | removed the
insides of the D and the O
with aMM paper piercer
